CHANGES TO RATE RECOVERY PROCEDURE.

All landowners should be aware that Council has resolved to strictly enforce the provisions of the Local Gagvernm
which allows Council to request the Lands Title Office to register a statutory charge over the landifaiédes have r
within 6 months of the due date, unless suitable repayment arrangements have been entered into.

The registration of the charge effectively places a caveat over the land. This restricts the ability okthe land being u
collateral when applying for loans through financial institutions.
