The project will require the railway to be
reconstructed, the Armament Depot to be restored including adjoining buildings and
structures. The area will be fenced and secured. The Adelaide River Tourist Committee is
currently discussing this project with the various stakeholders prior to the submission of an
Expression of Interest. The project is estimated to cost in the vicinity e$$million dollars
and will be a working display which will require local employment in the restoration works
and to service the tourist facility once all works have been completed.
* Information centre ¢ Adelaide River The project is to develop a Tourist Information
Centre, Internet café and a Government office within the town site of Adelaide River. The
project will allow a local person to operate a café and information centre as
part of promoting Tourism in the Top end. The project is estimated to be in the vicinity of
$500,000.

Tree Planting; Adelaide River

Following a request from the Land Care Group, Council has agreed to allow for trees to be
planted along the Adelaide River. This will be undertaken on the morning of thBd&ember,
2012 and persons interested in helping with this project are asked to contact the coordinator
Mr Jaemie Page at the Batchelor Institute.

Council has agreed to provide assistance by the free use of its Bobcat and Auger and a staff
member to help in the digging of the required holes.

Batchelor & Adelaide River Waste Sites

Special Purpose GrantsYear 2013

Council at its November meeting agreed to submit three applications for grants to undertake the
following projects under the NT Special Purpose Grants program.

* Adelaide River town site: Construction of footpath from the WW11 cemetery to the

* Grader¢ Purchase of a second hand grader to undertake road maintenance works within
the Coomalie RegionCost $295,000.
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Rum Jungle Bowls Club

The NT Department of Sport & Recreation have advised the Coomalie Council that they have
approved a grant of $10,000 for the purchase of new bowling green equipment for use by the
Rum Jungle Bowls Club. This equipment will replace the very ageing equipment. The Coomalie
Council and the Rum Jungle Bowls Club will each contribute $2000 of the total equipment cost of
$14,000.

Review of Councils Financial Position

Councils Manager of Finance advised the November meeting of Council that the financial positipn
of the Council needs to be closely scrutinised. The figures presented to Council for discussion

showed that under current budget expenditure, Council is heading for a deficit of $83,000 as at
30/06/2013. The project deficit in 2013/14 is estimated to be $200,000 and increasing by approX.
10% each year thereafter. With proposed increases in utility charges and CPI increase, Council|
needs to implement action now to ensure that the way forward can be managed.

Council have set a goal that prior to the 2013/14 Budget additional savings and or earnings in the
vicinity of $600,000 be identified.

Council staff and Councillors have been requested to again review all services being undertake
by Council, income received and submit ideas for inclusion in the overall review.
