ANNUAL SHIRE PLAN AND BUDGET 2014/15.
Council is required to produce an Annual Shire Plan and Budget each year.

This year there has been significant pressure on the budget. The 28% decrease in Ope
Grant funding in 2013/14 is expected to remain at that level this year. The Federal [Gove
ment has frozen the Federal Assistance Grants and it is anticipated that if the FedIraI F
ment pass the legislation which includes the Roads to Recovery program it is expected
only at the level of the previous program.

Council has resolved to increase the Minimum Rate on properties by 4% for the 2014/1
year. For properties which are subject to a rate on their Unimproved Capital Value,|bece
the land value is higher than the minimum rate threshold, the rate in the dollar has|rem:
