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ANNUAL RATES 2015/16 

I wish to thank all those landowners who have paid this year’s Rates or have entered in payment arrangements.        
Approximately 88% of Rates have been paid up until 1February this year. Landowners are reminded that payment of 
the annual Rates was due by 25 September. Unpaid Rates after that date attract interest of 20% per annum calculated 
on a daily basis. 

To the landowners who have yet to pay, interest is accruing on the outstanding debts and they should take immediate 
action to pay off the Rates debt. 

In previous years Council has registered a statutory charge on all properties with Rates outstanding for more than 3 
years. For the 2015/16 rating period, the registration of the charge will now apply to any property with a debt greater 
than 6 months where debtors have not made proper arrangements for satisfactory repayments. 

All landowners should be aware that Council has resolved to strictly enforce the provisions of the Local Government 
Act which allows Council to request the Lands Title Office to register the charge over the land unless suitable           
repayment arrangements are entered into.  

The registration of the charge effectively places a caveat over the land. This restricts the ability of the land being used as 
collateral when applying for loans through financial institutions. There is also an additional cost to the landowner to 
remove the registration of the Charge. 

If you are having difficulty in paying the full amount of the Rates please contact the accounts staff to discuss entering 
into a regular payment plan. (ph.

SEALING CHEENEY ROAD 

Tenders were invited from interested Companies to submit a tender to seal Cheeney Rd. The work involves gravelling 
and bitumen sealing up to 10km of Cheeney Rd from Solomon Road to Milton Rd. The actual amount carried out will 
depend on the prices submitted. Tenders close on 29 February 2016. 

 

ADELAIDE RIVER ECONOMIC TOURISM DEVELOPMENT. 

Council has been working with the Northern Territory Government to maximise the value of a grant it received last 
Year. It is understood that a number of Government Departments are working on projects that may assist Adelaide 
River, however they have been uncoordinated up until now. It is hoped that the project will identify these programs 
and develop synergies to improve the benefits to Adelaide River. 

LONG TERM WORKS PLAN 

The Long Term Works Plan has been revised to incorporate the $1,743,687 grant from the Department of Transport 
and the increase of $438,824 to the Roads to Recovery Grant allocation. The major change  to the Long Term Works 
Plan is  the  inclusion of this  project  and  removal of the 10 year regravelling  program for  Cheeney Rd which was 
originally estimated at approximately $330,000. The overall savings allow Council to bring forward by a year or two 
the resealing of Coach/Miles Rd. 
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RUM JUNGLE ROAD 

WORKS COMMENCING 29 FEBRUARY 2016 

To improve safety along Rum Jungle Road, strengthening and widening will commence this week.  

Construction will take place over a 4km area, starting approximately 1km from Batchelor and include: 

Realignment of the road curve in one location 

Lifting the road surface to improve drainage in one location 

Widening of the road surface on three curves 

Extending drainage structures  

In the interest of road user safety, lane closures and reduced speed limits will be in place during construc-

tion.  

It is anticipated that the project will be completed by June 2016, weather permitting.   

Traffic management will be present and motorists are asked to adhere to all signage in the area.

BATCHELOR MUSEUM UPDATE -   

MARCH 2016  

The Museum grounds are looking well, thanks to some rain at last and also the  
workers with the programme being arranged through Mick Sykes and his     
helpers. Also removing the mahogany trees has had the added advantage of 
making the Museum more visible from Tarkarri road, so that should assist    
visitors to locate us. 

On Saturday Denise opened specifically for an interstate  visitor who contacted 
us through the Museum website. His Grandfather was part of the Dutch Air 
Force who were in Batchelor so Greg was delighted to be able to visit. He will 
send us personal photographs kept by his Grandmother after he returns to 
NSW.  

The Museum photo collection is growing because of such connections and these 
personal donations have not always been seen outside family previously. There 
will be additions to the WWII section from several personal photo collections 
later this year. 

The Museum will open daily from April 1 and we also anticipate opening     
previously on the Saturday and Monday of the Easter break. We have caretakers 
coming to help with the demanding opening times during the tourist season, 
and also assist with some upkeep jobs.  

Many people will have noticed the activity around the concrete block building 
over the past few months. It now has a grease trap and appropriate plumbing, 
new kitchen benches, changed doors etc to enable a coffee shop to operate from 
there. The Museum postcards booklets and other items will also be sold there. 
However we have yet to expand the shed to house a mower, paint, spare pieces 
of trims that are not made now, and other items needed for upkeep.  

It will be good to see some of the outside garden area utilised as well.  

We intend the building to be also available to provide a venue for occasional 
talks about the local history and the Museum generally. This may well appeal to 
visitors and add to the broad scale of entertainment which Batchelor offers.
