The Milton Coach Road sealing project is progressing
well with 4.4 km sealed of an expected 8km by end
of August, 2017.

Perhaps you have noticed the changes at the Museum in the past couple of weeks. Solar
panels have been installed on both of the original buildings-the single women’s quarters of
Rum Jungle mining era.

We are waiting on the removal of the trees alongside B Block-there are some dead branch-
es which are always a concern. However this should occur soon. Removal of those trees
reduce a threat for damage to the building, and, very importantly, will also increase the
amount of sun on the solar panels.

The other, perhaps more obvious change, is the painting. Chris from the Butterfly Farm is
undertaking this work and the new paint is certainly benefitting the appearance of the old
buildings. Previously the buildings were cleaned with chlorine and high pressure hosing by
James, Paul, Greg, and Kim.

Visitation to the Museum this month has increased as the tourists in the Top End increase.
Overall though the year is quieter than 2016, and | see this when looking at the city tour
vehicles when | go to Darwin. Certainly not the full vehicles noted last year.

However | continue to receive enquiries from people about WWII —regarding people and
places. One person wanted a map of the refuelling points at Batchelor. | was not able to
provide this information in the time limit available. However for those interested, such
queries are mostly provided by contacting the RAAF Historical Archives in Canberra.
There are maps of the camps and aerodromes.

In this particular instance the information was to use for a claim in court. Not something in
which | really wanted to become involved.

It is much more rewarding to put people in contact with where their relatives served and
give general information about our area. Often people are emotional and happy to under-
stand something about the time.

A surprising contact recently goes back to 1912 and the Batchelor Farm. | will tell this
great story next month.

Rates Declaration for 2017/2018

At the meeting held 20t June 2017 Council adopted
the Strategic Plan for 2017-2022, the Annual Plan for
2017/2018 and declared the rates and charges for the
2017/2018 financial year.

General rates will increase 1% this financial year after
Council carefully considered the CPI and Local
Government Cost Index. This reflects a conscientious
effort to consider and align rates with CPI.

The domestic and commercial garbage charges have
remained the same as last year and the waste
management levy for rural areas and vacant land has
increased $20 to $200 in line with Council’s five year

plan developed in 2012/13. 2017/2018 is the final
year of the five year plan and this Council have
honoured their commitments during their term from
the 2012713 community consultation process
regarding rates and charges.

After August the newly elected Council will again go
through a community consultation process to deter-
mine the next five year plan for our community.
