Batchelor Pool

Council has accepted Poolwerx quote to supply equipment and labour to undertake the
necessary repairs to the chlorinators, pumps and sand Filters at the Pool. The estimated costjof
this work and work to the concourse around the Pool is $15020. Whilst this work is being un-
dertaken, Council will be undertaking a review of the hours the pool will be open and then sej
a date for the Batchelor Pool to be reopened.
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Adelaide River Waste Site

Following a report from Councils Operation Manager Robbie Bright regarding the Adelaide
River Waste site, Council has accepted Oolloo Investments of Adelaide River quotation of
$5280 to dig 2 slots at the site. These sites will be constructed on the face of the existing
dump and designed to make the face of the dumping area smaller.

Changeover of CEO vehicle

At the August meeting of Council, Bridge [Jfoy
ger 4x2 auto station wagon was accepted. This vehicle will replace Councils existing Toyota
Land Cruiser Workmate vehicle. The new vehicle will be replaced for a NIL changeover.

Rubbish Removal Contract 201-22013

Tenders for the removal, cartage and dumping of waste in Batchelor, Adelaide River and
nominated surrounding areas were discussed at the August meeting of Coomalie Council.
Council has accepted Dolmoat Pty Ltd trading as Fin Bins tender of $67,563 to undertake thi
contract for the 20122013 financial years.

Development of Batchelor Airstrip: Commercial Purposes

The Commercial development of the Batchelor airstrip was discussed at the Coomalie
Council meeting following an application from two of the current users of this area being
Coomalie Air Maintenance and Aerotech NT. They have requested Council to consider the
development of commercial freehold land at the Batchelor Airstrip to enable a Commercial
aviation industrial precinct to be established.

In 2010, the Council made an application for a grant to undertake this proposal and Council
has agreed to elevate this development appl:i
and other potential commercial users of the strip to acquire freehold land to undertake

activities associated with air aviation. Council believes that the development application if
approved will provide opportunities associated with the aircraft industry. With Darwin airport
use now increasing at an alarming rate, Batchelor becomes one of the most important sites n
the Territory for light and charter aircraft.

Council will be meeting with the new member for Daly to fast track the Native Title Claim
over the Batchelor Town site to enable planning of the Batchelor Airstrip to commence.
Following this initial meeting, Council will also be seeking a meeting with the Minister for
Lands & Planning to discuss the Governments position in relation to the management and
future development of the Batchelor airstrip.

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Chin Subdivisioni Road Access

The access into the Chin subdivision and to the land lock lots has been ongoing since the Chin
subdivision was created by the Federal Government 8dui, 1973. Since that time the
responsibility of providing access to and into the 24 lots within the Chin subdivision has beel
in dispute between the Federal Government, NT Government , Landowners and the Coomal
Council.

The Coomalie Council met with 12 landowners from the Chin subdivision BrAligust,

2012 to identify and develop a proposal for road access into the estate. At this meeting,
Council were shown a plan of the recommended roads to be developed and it was agreed that
the landowners meet and submit to Council a signed road proposal that is endorsed by the

majority of | andownero6s in the Chin subdi]'is
The other issue was the maintaining of road access into the Chin subdivision which has been
constructed over private | and. A section |of

impounded. Fees apply if your dog has been put in the pound.

Impoundment fees are initial§80.00for registered dog$150.00for unregistered dogs then

$55.00per day while kept in Pound. Registered dogs are kept for 3 days and unregistered [dogsjare
kept for 2 days.

Unregistered dogs must be registered before being released from the pound.
