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GRANTS COMMISION PUBLIC MEETING

The Grants Commission held a public meeting in Batchelor on 21May 2015. The chairman Mr Bob Be
outlined the purpose of the independent Commission in recommending to the Commonwealth Goverr
the appropriate formula for the distribution of Commonwealth Grants to Local Councils in the N@rtherr
Territory.

The Commonwealth provides the following grants to Council.

Federal Assistance Grant (General Purpose) $28,220
Federal Assistance Grant (Roads) $409,600
Roads to Recovery $138,446

Council also receives an Operational Grant from the NT Government of $477,350.

This represents approximately 90% additional funds over the funds Council receives in rates and cha
property owners.
