ANNUAL RATES 2015/16

Council has resolved to strictly enforce the provisions of the Local Government Act which allows
Council to request the Lands Title Office to register a charge over the land unless suitable
repayment arrangements are entered into.

Council approved that applications be made to impose a statutory charge over 14 properties that
have not paid rates or entered into a repayment agreement.

All legal and administration costs involved in this process are charged against the property.

The registration of the charge effectively places a caveat over the land. This restricts the ability of
the land being used as collateral when applying for loans through financial institutions.

As a matter of urgency land owners are urged to contact Council’s Accounts Staff to discuss
entering into a regular payment plan. (ph. 08 8976 0058)

2016/17 STRATEGIC PLAN, BUDGET & RATES DECLARATION

SEALING CHEENEY ROAD

Work has commenced on the project to seal Cheeney Road. The first 2kms have now been sealed
and completed. The next 4kms of Cheeney Road has had sub grade laid and is being prepared for
seal in the coming weeks.

Travellers should be aware that road work is being carried out over a large proportion of Cheeney
Road and care should be taken when travelling along Cheeney Rd. The project will generate dust
and other traffic hazards during construction. Council regrets the inconvenience during construc-
tion, however the project will improve the level of service to road users once it is complete.

Coomalie Community Government Council (the

Council, pursuant to Section 155 of the Act de-
clared that it intends to raise for general purposes
by way of rates, the amount of $888,921 which
will be raised by the application of differential
valuation-based charges (‘differential rates”) with
differential minimum charges (“minimum
amounts”) being payable in application of each of
those differential rates for the financial year ending
30 June 2017.

The relevant interest rate for the late payment of
rates and charges is fixed in accordance with Section
162 of the Act at the rate of 20% per annum and is
to be calculated on a daily basis.

PAYMENT

Rates and charges are due and payable 28 days from
the date of issue of the rates notice.

A ratepayer who fails to abide by such conditions
may be sued for recovery of the principal amount of
the rates and charges, late payment penalties, and
costs reasonably incurred by Council in recovering
or attempting to recover the rates and charges.
